Historical aspects of the social
interaction of the russian army
XV-XIX century

The phenomenon of social interaction at all stages
of the development of society was the basis of the
social system as a purposeful community of
people. The army, which performs the function of
protecting society, was one of the most important
institutions in the state and had a serious impact on
its social development.

The author suggests considering the historical
aspects of social interaction of the military
personnel of the Russian army from the position of:
1) the relationship between commanders and
subordinates, as the basis of the military way of
life; 2) the relationship between religion and the
army, from the point of view of improving the
morale of military personnel; 3) the relationship
between the army and society: the state and society
satisfy the social needs of the army, and the army
satisfies the needs of the state and society in its

state, army, society, religion, social
interaction, religious and moral
traditions




protection. Such a view could contribute to
improving the relationship between the army,
society and religion in the present and future.

With the formation and development of the
Russian state, the army also developed. Traditions
and customs passed into the form of relations
supported by laws and charters operating in parallel
with religious laws. The relationship between
commanders (superiors) and subordinates was
characterized by strict requirements in matters of
discipline, severity in punishments for violating the
norms of behavior of that time. Religion, as a
social phenomenon, exercised a governing,
regulating, and educational role in society. In the
Russian army, the system of educational work was
built on the religious and moral basis of
relationships, in which military-church rituals
occupied a special place.

The retrospective analysis of the social interaction
of the servicemen of the Russian army of the XV—
XIX centuries gives an understanding of the
mutual influence of the army, society and religion,
building relationships between them at the present
time, especially given the increasing spiritual and
moral need in the army environment and civil
society.

Personal and professional self-
determination of youth in the
context of general and
vocational secondary
education

This article presents the findings of an empirical
study on the characteristics of personal and
professional self-determination among young
people studying in general and vocational
secondary education programs (high school
students and college students). The study reveals
that all participants exhibit a low level of personal
maturity, average self-regulation abilities, and
developed planning and goal-setting flexibility.
Despite their conscious approach to choosing their
future profession, they experience internal conflicts
between professional interests, values, and career
orientations. These conflicts include a desire for
autonomy;, lifestyle integration, and stability, which
can be more pronounced among high school
students. The findings highlight the need for further
research and support for young people in
navigating their personal and professional
development, particularly among those in high
school. College students have more realistic
professional interests, the ability to plan, which is
associated with awareness of professional choice,
are more focused on management, work in law
enforcement agencies, as well as in the field of
marketing and sales. The results obtained can be
used to develop career guidance programs and
assist high school and college students in their
professional and personal self-determination.

Formation of anti-corruption

Directions of activity of the
internal affairs bodies of the
Bashkir Autonomous Soviet

Socialist Republic in wartime:

combating general and
economic crime

Based on archival sources and scientific literature,
the article analyzes the specifics of the work and
functioning of the police of the Bashkir
Autonomous Soviet Socialist Republic (hereinafter
— BASSR) during the Great Patriotic War. During
these years, the criminal situation in the BASSR, as
well as throughout the country, was quite difficult.
The marked increase in crime was due to amnesties
for a number of categories of convicts, firearms
also available to the population, theft of state
property and speculation. The internal affairs
bodies were tasked with strictly suppressing such
crimes committed by robbers, speculators and
counterfeiters. The period under review is
characterized by a high degree of population
migration, economic disorder, and devastation. The
main goal of the internal affairs bodies in the
prevailing extreme conditions of wartime was to
increase attention to the most vulnerable areas with
high rates of criminal activity, to prevent and
timely disclose ordinary and economic crimes,
identify the sources of the criminal element and its
elimination, and develop an agent network. An
integrated approach to the operational solution of
law enforcement tasks, active preventive work in
cooperation with state and public organizations
allowed the internal affairs bodies to make a
worthy contribution to the victory during the war
years.
