The evidentiary value of
inventory

And its role for the justified
initiation of a criminal case

Considering the stage of initiation of a criminal
case as a kind of "filter” for information of a
non-criminal nature, as well as the stage at
which a legitimate and informed decision to
initiate criminal prosecution is ensured, the
authors note that a properly conducted
verification of a crime report largely determines
the completeness and quality of the preliminary
investigation. In this regard, a fairly large group
of crimes is of undoubted applied interest, the
specifics of which consist in the need to
establish circumstances already at the stage of
initiation of a criminal case, which, on the one
hand, can be considered as criminalistic signs of
a crime, on the other hand, specify the subject
of proof. For example, during the verification of
a report on an economic crime, circumstances
related to the presence (absence) of the fact of
causing material damage and its size are subject
to determination, which, in turn, entails the need
for an inventory. The importance of an
inventory to identify the facts of abuse, theft
(loss) or damage (damage) of property can

hardly be overestimated, it is its results that can
serve as a prerequisite for the justified initiation
of criminal proceedings or the refusal of such.
At the same time, the regulatory and
methodological framework for conducting an
inventory is so imperfect that it calls into
question the possibility of making a legitimate
and informed decision to initiate criminal
proceedings. In the framework of the presented
article, the authors tried to identify these
shortcomings from the perspective of their
elimination, which can seriously complicate
obtaining reliable information about the actual
availability of inventory items.

The future dilemma of the
right to choose justice in
criminal proceedings: human
justice vs. Algorithmic justice

The article explores a fundamental axiological
conflict that inevitably arises from the integration
of generative artificial intelligence (hereinafter
referred to as Al) systems into criminal
proceedings. It examines the dichotomy between
"human justice,” which embodies individualized
and morally grounded judgment, and "algorithmic
justice," based on objectivity, consistency, and data
formalization. Special attention is paid to the
procedural aspect of this dilemma — the potential
normative recognition of a defendant's right to
choose between two jurisdictional subjects: a
human judge and an Al system. The study
emphasizes that the full automation of judicial

artificial  intelligence,  criminal
proceedings, justice, explainable
artificial intelligence, counterfactual
explanations, right of choice,
procedural legitimacy




decision-making may undermine the
anthropocentric foundations of the right to
traditional, human justice and lead to the
"conservation of judgment” — the codification of
historical biases in algorithmic models. It is argued
that the right to choose between human and
algorithmic justice can serve as a mechanism for
legitimizing the use of generative Al in judicial
practice. At the same time, it is stressed that
ensuring procedural admissibility and trust in
"algorithmic justice” requires the implementation
of explainable Al systems, particularly
counterfactual explanations, which function as
procedural equivalents of human judges' reasoning
regarding guilt, innocence, and sentencing. Thus,
explainability in Al becomes a key element of
procedural legitimacy and of the axiological
balance between technological efficiency and
traditional justice.

This paper analyzes the severity of functional
comfort components in workers with disabilities,
as well as the relationships between the
development of functional comfort subsystems,
mental states, and individual adaptability. The
fundamental methodological basis of the study is
the concept of functional comfort as a subjective
experience of the compliance of a subject's own
capabilities with the requirements of the activity.

Fear as an adaptive mechanism
in critical situations:

This article focuses on the role of fear as an
adaptive mechanism in critical situations. We
consider fear not only as a negative emotion, but
also as a key element that triggers a complex of
psychophysiological and psychological responses
aimed at survival and overcoming threats. The
article analyzes the main psychophysiological
manifestations of fear (activation of the autonomic
nervous system, hormonal changes, and alterations
in brain function) and their significance for
mobilizing the body. In parallel, the psychological
correlates of successful fear coping are
investigated, including cognitive  strategies
(situation assessment, action planning), emotional
regulation, and behavioral patterns. Special
attention is paid to the relationship between the
physiological response to fear and the ability of a
person to act effectively in extreme conditions. The
aim of the study is to identify patterns that
determine the success of adaptation to critical
situations through the lens of fear, and to propose
directions for further research and practical
application.

Conditions for the education of

The article substantiates the relevance of the
problem of educating military-patriotic values
among cadets in the context of growing
geopolitical ~ challenges and  information-
psychological threats.

Developing the readiness of a
student of a higher educational
institution to implement
strategies of personalized
psychological and pedagogical
support for people with
disabilities

The study presents the results of a research into the
university’'s potential for developing students'
readiness to implement strategies for personalized
psychological and pedagogical assistance to
individuals with disabilities. Positions regarding
the full acceptance of the idea of psychological and
pedagogical assistance to individuals with
disabilities are identified. A predominant readiness
of bachelor's and master's students to master new
methods and technologies is revealed. A high
degree of self-doubt among respondents in their
abilities and potential for providing positive
assistance to the target group is established.
Different types of respondents' reactions are
identified, indicating their high motivation to
master new technologies and methods, but, at the
same time, low psychological readiness due to a
lack of confidence in personal and professional
competencies. The potential for improving the
substantive and structural components of students'
professional education is identified in order to
optimize their preparation for mastering new
competencies. Directions for further research in the
problematic area of student training in a hybrid
educational environment are formulated.

Valuable pedagogical
regulatory and legal issues of
development of personnel

In the current foreign policy and military
conditions, the formation of new international
political realities, and the intensification of the
service and combat activities of the National Guard
troops of the Russian Federation, which is
expressed in the need for personnel to participate in
the special military operation, it is required that
military  educational institutions of  higher
education of the National Guard take effective
measures to improve the quality and level of
training of graduate officers. This is simply
impossible to achieve without developing the
human resources potential and significantly
improving the quality of education. The tasks of
developing the human resources potential of cadet
units, the future officers of the National Guard
troops, have been assigned directly to the faculty of
military  educational institutions of higher
education.
